GRAND ARMY OF THE FRONTIER RULES

All shooters must wear a hat and period correct (1860–1899) boots and military uniform or parts of a military uniform.  There will be two classes (rifle and single shot).
   

Rear sights must be period correct (1860-1899), and may be either barrel mounted open iron sight, or a tang mounted adjustable sights.  Front sights may vary from simple blades to hooded types with interchangeable inserts.  Spirit levels are okay.  

Optical or receiver mounted sights are allowed.  

Rifles (lever, bolt action and repeaters) must be of a design and a model readily available prior to 1903.   Single Shot Rifles must have an exposed hammer.  Spring-loaded ejectors are not allowed, except for Trapdoors.    

Rifle cartridges must be of at least .30 caliber, and be a center fire, rimmed Rifle cartridge that was readily available prior to 1899.  The 30-30 Winchester, 32 Winchester, 38-55 Winchester, 40-65 Winchester, 43 Spanish, and 45-70 Govt. are a few examples.  No cartridge smaller than 30-30 Winchester will be allowed.   Any propellant powder, smokeless or black is allowed.  Duplex loads are OK for black. 
  

Bullets must be all lead.  Paper patched or gas checks are OK.  

All Rifle shots maybe fired off-hand, leaning, supported, or resting.  

Each stage will require a total six Rifle rounds.  

Ammunition for Single Shots may be either staged; loaded from stock mounted loops made of period correct material, or loaded from the body.  

Rifles must be loaded with five rounds at the loading table.  The sixth round may be staged, or on the body, and then loaded while on the clock at any time during the stage.  

Target distances should be between 80 to 125 yards, if range size allows.  

Pistols and Shotguns used are any SASS approved main match pistol or shotgun, with the addition of period correct Winchester ‘97 or Marlin 20 gauge pumps, and new 1893 pump shotguns.  

Shooting style and powder used is each shooter’s choice.  Shooter can shoot one handed or with two, use Modern or Traditional Class pistols, shoot smokeless or black powder.   
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
